As many of you will be aware, we started term 2 with our 1000 hours of kindness week. 
Ashford Vineyard Church asked a number of schools to participate, including Repton Manor 
Primary School. In the usual Repton Manor way, the children, staff and families took this 
learning opportunity to a new level and I was incredibly proud of the results. Children planned 
their learning alongside the staff and discussed how they would like to support others around 
them in the school, Ashford and beyond.  
 
It was interesting to see how children and adults took great delight in delivering the acts of 
kindness, even those that were anonymous. It was also humbling to see the number of 
families that got involved at home and in the community. I witnessed a number of acts by 
children (from Reception through to Year 6) that were incredibly thoughtful and unprompted by 
any adult. To name a few; a child giving away half their money for the ‘bring and buy’ to an 
upset boy who had lost his; a young girl delivering thank you notes to friends and family; a boy 
cooking dinner and treats for his neighbour who lives alone; children donating flowers to 
strangers to brighten up their day. 
 
What is really interesting is how the children have continued with this ethos in the following 
weeks, showing each other and the staff great kindness and understanding the power of 
‘thank you’ and gratitude. We hope you will have noticed this at home too.
