Explanation of Effort Grades:

C – Regularly demonstrates interest and commitment to learning with support. Is able to commit to learning in small groups and whole class but inconsistently. 
D – Can be reluctant to engage in learning and lacks motivation to improve. 
E – Individual plan has been devised with home and school to address issues that are preventing learning.

Working Below: Your child is working significantly below their year group’s curriculum. They are progressing with regular support. 
Working Towards: Your child is working in their year group’s curriculum but below their year group expectation.  They are learning age appropriate concepts with support or guidance.  
Expected Level:  Your child understands most of their year group’s curriculum. They apply their skills independently.
Greater Depth: Your child understands their year group’s entire curriculum and applies it independently to different concepts, challenging their own thinking.
