Lighting a fire is a magical and exciting experience for children which connects them to the history and culture of humankind. Fire provides a focal point, warmth, light and a spiritual, reflective opportunity.




	Probability Score:
1. <5% chance that it will occur – very unlikely
2. 25% chance that it will occur
3. 50% chance that it will occur
4. 75% chance that it will occur
5. >95% chance that it will occur – very likely
	Severity Score
1. Not serious – no first aid required
2. Minor Injury – requiring basic first aid
3. Injury – requiring non immediate professional medical attention
4. Serious injury/multiple injuries – requiring immediate medical attention
5. Major accident – multiple injuries or fatality

	Calculate the risk levels:
The rating is calculated from the probability multiplied by the severity which will give a rating between 1 & 25.
Our company will not be carrying out any activities deemed to have a revised rating of over 12 as they are deemed too dangerous even with control measures in place.

	Incorrect positioning of fire leading to fire spreading

	Major accident- 
Burns, scalds, ignition of clothing or hair causing severe burns, smoke inhalation, loss of habitats and threat to life.
	5x5=25
	CT to be responsible for the suitable location of the fire, taking into account surrounding environment (including overhanging trees and tree roots), suitability of woodland, soil type and weather conditions.
Sufficient water to be on site to extinguish the fire, recommended amount of 2 lots of 20litres for a 1m square fire pit.
OLT to be responsible for the provision and maintenance of relevant safety equipment and first aid equipment to extinguish fires and to treat related injuries, including a fire extinguisher and burns kit. CT to check before session and to inform OLT of any use or damage.
OLT to be responsible for providing an emergency evacuation procedure. CT to be responsible for communicating it to all participants, including an emergency signal system.
OLT to be responsible for creating an emergency location document to facilitate the location and access by the emergency services and to communicate its location and use to all participants.
The school will be responsible for making sure there is a way of communicating with the school and/or emergency services, such as a working mobile phone.
CT to ensure a lit fire is not left unsupervised.

	Incorrect use of fire lighting method and equipment

	Major accident –
Burns, ignition of hair or clothing, eye injury
	4x5=20
	Adult trained in fire lighting to give a safety talk and demonstration of correct use of fire lighters, such as a fire striker, to show appropriate fire lays and to set out behavioural expectations for the group.
Staff to supervise the lighting of fires.
A high adult to child ratio will be used when fires are being lit, dependent on age and ability of children but not exceeding 1 adult to 4 children.
A suitable space will be left between participants lighting fires, at a minimum of approximately 2m.
