Cuts, grazes, sprains and strains, broken bones, spinal injury, head injury, fall into pond causing primary or secondary drowning, death.

	Sitemanager / OLT to be responsible for maintaining clear pathways around the pond and maintaining the decking area.
Safety talk to include safe behaviour around water and how to move around the area safely.
All staff using the site to remain vigilant for trip hazards and remove or make safe as necessary.
Only required resources / equipment to be taken into the pond area and to be placed in a safe area where they will not obstruct pathways.

	Fall into pond
	Major accident – fall injuries, hypothermia, primary or secondary drowning, death

	Safety talk before any session, including water safety, behavioural expectations and correct use of equipment.
High adult to child ratio; no more than 8 children in the pond area at a time with at least 1 adult, with supporting adults within the outdoor area. 
Pond area to be locked at all times when not in use. CT to be responsible for keeping the key in a safe location inaccessible to children.
CT to be responsible for checking the provision of relevant safety equipment and first aid. CT responsible for communicating any use / damage to safety equipment or first aid supplies to the OLT.
OLT to be responsible for the maintenance and replacement of relevant safety equipment. 
OLT to be responsible for providing an emergency evacuation procedure. CT to be responsible for communicating it to all participants, including an emergency signal system.
OLT to be responsible for creating an emergency location document to facilitate the location and access by the emergency services and to communicate its location and use to all participants.
The school will be responsible for making sure there is a way of communicating with the school and/or emergency services, such as a working mobile phone.
CT to ensure children not left unsupervised in the pond area.

	Incorrect use of equipment / wrong equipment used for activity
	Major accident – fall injuries, hypothermia, primary or secondary drowning, death

	CT to ensure the equipment used is suitable for purpose and for the age group using it. Pond nets should be of a suitable length to prevent children having to lean over the water too far.
CT to check condition of equipment before use and report any damage to OLT.
OLT responsible for maintenance of equipment.
CT to be responsible for collecting in all equipment and ensuring the pond area is left clean and tidy.
